6.	AOB and questions to the Parish Council, Arun District Councillor and West Sussex County Councillor (in absentia).

· Mike Tristram, Binsted to Norman Dingemans, ADC & SDNP: the question related to the South Downs National Park’s view on the A27 bypass. Cllr Dingemans replied that the SDNP had opposed all three options since its purpose is to preserve and enhance the landscape. Arun District Council had supported option 5a.

· Patrick Dealtry, Walberton to Derek Whittington, WSCC (in absentia): the question related to the danger to cyclists using West Walberton Lane and whether a traffic-calming measure such as chicanes might be considered (similar to that used in Horsemere Green Lane). Cllr Mrs Clark agreed to make Cllr Whittington aware.

· Keith Perry, Walberton: the question related to the responsibility for local roads. Cllr Dingemans clarified that, as trunk roads, the A27 and the A29 are the responsibility of Highways England whilst other roads (with the exception of private roads) are the responsibility of WSCC. Any potholes that meet specified dimensions can be reported through the LOVE West Sussex website.


The chairman reminded those present to take a brochure re the A27 preferred route and the importance of attending the public drop-in event at the Hilton Avisford Park on Tuesday 22nd May (4pm-7.30pm). She thanked the presenters and all those who had attended and closed the meeting at 7.50pm.
