6.	AOB and questions to the Parish Council, Arun District Councillors and West Sussex County Councillor (in absentia).
· Sue Sargeant: the question related to the repairs to the Maple Parade wall. The chairman replied that she will continue to raise this with the landlord as it is on private land.
· Sue Oates: the question related to a rat problem in her garden at Holly Tree Grove, adjacent to CPC@W on the playing field. Sue Wallsgrove suggested that she contact Arun DC’s environmental health department.
· Jean Strickland: the question related to the timetable for development on Tupper’s Field. Claire Lewis replied that she is working closely with Linden Homes and that a meeting will take place shortly. There is still considerable concern about the issue of drainage.
